COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course provides an introductory examination of the field of foreign policy analysis and the examination of the foreign policies of a number of Euro-Mediterranean countries. In this context, first of all, the meaning and the nature of foreign policy and the main theoretical approaches to the study foreign policy and foreign policy decision making process with reference to case studies will be discussed. Secondly, internal and external sources of foreign policy behaviour, such as  (for domestic sources) ideology, national belief systems, historical tradition, nature of the political structure, political parties, interest groups, public opinion, mass media, etc, and (for external sources) international system, other states, international organisations, international law, etc., will be analysed. 
Following the conceptual and theoretical lectures and discussions, foreign policies of the extra-regional actors and the organic members of the northern and southern Mediterranean countries will be examined with special emphasis to Euro-Mediterranean Partnership (Barcelona) process. In this context, the foreign policies of the USA and the EU, and Spain, Turkey, Greece, France, Morocco, Algeria, Libya and Egypt will be analysed. Moreover, the relevance and significance of Black Sea region for the Mediterranean area will also be briefly introduced.   

The methodology is both the individual country analysis and the comparative study of the foreign polices of the northern and southern countries. 
This course gives the students the opportunity to develop and strengthen a number of skills such as:  

· An understanding and oral and written articulation of concepts and theories in foreign policy analysis.

· Evaluating the foreign policies of states both individually and comparatively, and in relation to internal and external factors. 

· critical thinking through their written assignments and in-class discussions;

· problem-solving and analytical abilities;

· creative and independent thinking;

Students are expected to attend all sessions, do the required reading before class, turn in assignments on time, and participate actively in class discussions.

METHODOLOGY
There will be lectures in each session. However this is primarily a reading and discussion course. Students are expected to complete all of the reading on time and to participate actively in discussions which take place at the end of the each session.
EVALUATION

Each student will prepare a formal research design of approximately 5 pages on a topic of their choice (that must be commented with the teacher) within the field of Euromediterranean foreign policy analysis. 

The research design should include the following elements:

• presentation and elaboration of one or more specific hypotheses

• explanation of an appropriate technique for collecting and evaluating evidence

• operationalization of relevant variables

• commentary regarding the expected results

• discussion of the next steps in the research.

Two Case discussions 
The more carefully you prepare for case discussions, the more intellectually useful and interesting you will find them. Form a study group. Answer the specific study questions (in writing). Make thoughtful assumptions about the information that is not available in the case. The study questions will be discussed in class. Comment the arguments of the other groups.

· Friday 27 October (The Mediterranean foreign policies of the great powers, US and EU: security and terrorism) 

· and Friday 3 November (The international promotion of democracy and human rights in the Mediterranean)
